A message from The Ecumenical & Interfaith Commission, Episcopal Diocese of New York:

During Holy Week our scripture readings make frequent reference to “the Jews.” These words are broadly understood as
referring to some of the Judean authorities of the time who were opposed to Jesus, and not to Jews as a people, then or now.

THE ENTRANCE & COLLECT OF THE DAY
The Ministers enter in silence. All stand, as able.

The Clergy prostrate themselves, after which the Officiant stands
and says

Blessed be our God.
People For ever and ever. Amen.
Officiant ~ Let us pray.

The Officiant prays the collect and the People respond, “Amen.”
The Officiant sits, then All are seated.

After the reading is said:
Lector The Word of the Lord.
People Thanks be to God.

Be not far away, O Lord;
you are my strength; hasten to help me.

Save me from the sword,
my life from the power of the dog.

Save me from the lion’s mouth,
my wretched body from the horns of wild bulls.

I will declare your Name to my brethren;
in the midst of the congregation I will praise you.

Praise the Lord, you that fear him;
stand in awe of him, O offspring of Israel;
all you of Jacob’s line, give glory.

For he does not despise nor abhor the poor
in their poverty;
neither does he hide his face from them;
but when they cry to him he hears them.

My praise is of him in the great assembly;
I will perform my vows
in the presence of those who worship him.

The poor shall eat and be satisfied,
and those who seek the Lord shall praise him:
“May your heart live for ever!”

All the ends of the earth shall remember
and turn to the Lord,
and all the families of the nations
shall bow before him.

For kingship belongs to the Lord;
he rules over the nations.

To him alone all who sleep in the earth
bow down in worship;
all who go down to the dust fall before him.

My soul shall live for him;
my descendants shall serve him;

Jesus was
led away, and carrying the cross by himself, went out to what
is called the Place of the Skull (in Hebrew, Golgotha.)

HOLY SATURDAY, 30 MARCH

7:30 pwm, Easter Vigil & Holy Eucharist. The Great Vigil of
Easter is the first liturgy of Easter Day and the Easter Season.
It opens with the kindling of a fire, then a series of readings
sketching out God’s saving acts in Jewish and Christian
biblical history. The Eucharist — the first Eucharist of Easter
— marks the first time the newly baptized will join other
Christians in partaking of the Lord’s Supper. This service will
be live streamed.

EASTER DAY, 31 MARCH

10:30 awm, Festal Eucharist. The Easter Triduum continues
with the Easter Morning Eucharist held in-person and
livestreamed for those wishing to join us from home.

4 pw, Festal Evensong. After the drama of Holy Week plays
out, join the Cathedral Choir for the more contemplative
liturgy of Evensong.
