Music Director of Musica Sacra, the chorus performs two signature works: the jubilant 
tour-de-force motet of J.S. Bach, “Singet dem Herrn” for double choir, and Domenico 
Scarlatti’s virtuosic Stabat Mater in 10 parts. Also included are a rare performance of 
Dietrich Buxtehude’s motet “Cantate Domino” and another rare work by Scarlatti, his 
Te Deum. 

	
A pre-concert recital by the Newark Boys Chorus at 7 pm begins the evening of music, 
spotlighting the talents of young choral singers.
