(October X, 2018 — New York, NY) — Author Jack Kerouac, whose iconic novels
include On the Road and The Dharma Bums, will be honored in a jazz concert featuring
composer David Amram and his quintet on Friday, October 19 at 7:30 pm at the
Cathedral of St. John the Divine, 1047 Amsterdam Avenue (at 112" Street),
Manhattan. Selected readings will be performed by actors Michael Shannon (Boardwalk
Empire, Shape of Water), Kate Arrington (Grace, The Irishman), poet/actor Frank
Messina, and poet Quincy Troupe.

David Amram, 87, is one of Kerouac’s earliest collaborators and accompanied Kerouac
in the first jazz-poetry readings ever performed in New York City in the late 1950s.
Amram will perform on a baby grand piano originally owned and bequeathed to the
Cathedral by jazz master Duke Ellington, accompanied by drummer Kevin Twigg,
bassist Rene Hart, saxophonist Erik Lawrence, and percussionists Eliot

Peper and Adam Amram.



Proceeds will support The Jack Kerouac Writer-in-Residence Project of Orlando, Florida,
home to nearly sixty writers since 2000, and the American Poets Corner, the Cathedral of
St. John the Divine’s shrine to American literature.
